This 
experience allows us to continue to enhance our products so that you have the most 
accurate and precise product available to you.

Can you use the original test strip?
Yes. We will phase in our new test strip over the coming months, so you may find both 
strips for sale at the same time. You will be able to use either the existing or new test 
strip at any time. Both test strips will provide accurate and precise results when used 
appropriately with the correct meter. We do recommend that once you start to use the 
new test strip, you stay with the new test strip. This will help avoid any confusion in the 
differences between the test strips. The basics to using the test strip have not changed. 
You will continue to 1) code the meter with the code chip (verify that the code 
number on the screen matches the number on the test strip bottle), 2) insert the 
test strip into the meter, and 3) apply blood to the end of the test strip. The test strip will 
wick up the blood required and give you a result. Detailed testing instructions may be 
found in either the test strip insert of user instrucion manual. 

What control solutions can be used with the new test strips?

ARKRAY has rebranded a control solution and will now be called Assure® Dose Control 
Solution. This control will work with Assure® Pro, PocketChem™ EZ, and EasyPRO™ Plus 
Blood Glucose Monitoring Sytems. We will phase out the Assure® Pro, PocketChem™ 
EZ, and EasyPRO™ Plus, which are all current brand names of the Control Solutions, over 
the coming months. The control will give accurate results when used according to the 
instructions printed in the appropriate user instruction manual and control solution insert. 

Please note that Assure® Pro, PocketChem™ EZ, and EasyPRO™ Plus Control Solution 
are labeled Level 1 and Level 2 and Assure® Dose Control Solution is labeled Normal and 
High.

If you have an Assure® Pro, PocketChem™ EZ, and EasyPRO™ Plus Control and use the 
new test strips or Assure® Dose with the original strips, you will need to match Level 1 
on the control bottle to normal range and Level 2 on the control bottle to high range if 
applicable on the test strip bottle.
